· Nearly 70 American Red Cross Creole-speaking volunteers are serving as interpreters for patients receiving medical care from the U.S. military on the USNS Comfort.

· There are now Red Cross and Red Crescent teams from 30 countries helping in Haiti.

· Red Cross responders from seven countries are treating injuries and performing surgery at hospitals and medical centers throughout the capital city.

· Red Cross teams from Latin America and Asia, trained in urban search and rescue, are supporting local authorities.

· Other Red Cross members are focused on purifying the water supply available in the country and expect to deliver clean drinking water to 200,000 people (17 settlements) each day by truck.

· Local Haitian Red Cross volunteers are providing emotional support for traumatized survivors and responders as well as first aid support.
